NEW PROGRAMS

7.1
MASTER’S IN INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SECURITY

Dean Schell introduced the discussion of the program proposal included with the agenda. In subsequent discussion, issues raised included the relationship of the proposed hacker lab to other campus computing operations; the name of the hacker lab; the potential support of other Schools; and the faculty resources in support of the program.

Council agreed to postpone further consideration of the proposal until it could be reviewed in greater detail by an ad hoc committee of senior faculty members to be struck by the Provost. Council also asked the Secretary to draft terms of reference for a curriculum committee to which future program proposals could be submitted for scrutiny in advance of their presentation at Council itself.

BACHELOR OF SCIENCE (COMPUTING SCIENCE)

Dean Smith introduced this program proposal, included with the agenda, noting that it is planned to offer the program in the fall of 2004.

Section 3.1 Assigning Proctors

There should be at least one proctor assigned for every 50 students or part thereof, and at least one male and one female proctor should be present at all times.

Section 3.2 Time

No student will be permitted to hand in a paper and leave the examination room within the last 20 10 minutes of the examination time.  

All students will remain seated and no student will be permitted to leave the room after this time until all papers have been collected.

Section 4.1 Deadlines

All final grades must be submitted to the Office of the Registrar within 5 days of the scheduled writing end of the final examination for the course period.
