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1. Each Faculty of the University of Ontario Institute of Technology shall have a Council which is responsible for academic governance in areas defined by Academic Council.

2. Faculty Councils are established by Academic Council.

3. Changes to the rules and procedures of Councils shall be reviewed by the Executive Committee to ensure their compliance with recognized principles and practices.

4. Rules governing the membership of Faculty Councils are formally approved by Academic Council, and membership lists are approved by the Executive Committee of Academic Council on an annual basis.

5. The Council shall consist of the following regular voting members:

a. The Dean, Associate Deans and Assistant Deans of the Faculty.

b. All core faculty members of the Faculty with a primary appointment in the Faculty including those on sabbatical or leave. 

c. All core faculty members whose primary appointment is in another Faculty, but who hold a 25% or more secondary appointment in the Faculty.

d. All full-time laboratory instructors.

e. A number of representatives of the Teaching Assistants and Part-Time Faculty teaching in the Faculty not to number more than 10% of categories a, b and c combined.

f. A number of students not to number more than 10% of categories a, b and c combined.

6. The President, Vice-Presidents, and Associate Provosts of the University, the Deans of other Faculties of the University, the Secretary of Academic Council, and the University Librarian shall be ex-officio, non-voting members of each Faculty Council.
