I wish to move the adoption of the following regulation at the April meeting of Academic Council.

Graduation with Distinction

At the time of graduation, students who have achieved a cumulative GPA of 3.5 to 3.79 on the courses required for the degree will have the words “with distinction” added to the degree parchment and to the degree notation on the transcript.  

Students who achieve a cumulative GPA of 3.8 or higher on the courses required for the degree will have the words “with highest distinction” added to the degree parchment and to the degree notation on the transcript.
