Police Studies Specialization and Correctional Studies Specialization

The proposed Police Studies Specialization (PSS) will allow students who wish to seek a career option in law enforcement to have a degree program that includes more courses with specific content related to policing.  It is designed to meet a rapidly increasing demand within the law enforcement community for university graduates with the advanced knowledge and skills required for a career in law enforcement.  It also will allow those students, who wish to do so, the potential to enter a Master of Arts program in Criminology, Criminal Justice or Sociology.   As is the case with all programs to be offered as part of the Criminology and Justice degree, the PSS will also provide students with a program that could be used as a stepping stone to law school.

The proposed Correctional Studies Specialization (CSS) is to be offered as a stream through the Criminology and Justice degree program that will provide students with specialized course content in the corrections filed.  Like the PSS the CSS has been designed to meet a rapidly growing demand within the corrections industry for university graduates with advanced knowledge and skills. It also will allow those students who wish to do so, the potential to enter a Master of Arts program in Criminology, Criminal Justice, or Sociology.  Many graduates will also seek a career in law.  In all cases, graduates will have a general knowledge of the criminal justice system, as well as specialized knowledge related to their career choices.    

The proposed changes to the curriculum include new course options for all Criminology and Justice students as well as new course options specifically designed for each of the new streams.  In some cases, courses have been created specifically for either the PSS or the CSS.  In other cases, new courses have been created which either the PSS or the CSS will share with the main program in Criminology and Justice.  This allows for more course options and choices for students.

It is also our intention to reduce the practicum from a two semester course to a one semester course.  This is being done on the advice of our Advisory Board, as well as our own belief that once we have a steady state enrolment of 
200 students, it will be impossible to find field placements for 200 students in each of two semesters.

As part of this program rationalization, some courses, [Criminal Law, Customs and Immigration Law, and The Theory and Practice of Mediation] have been shifted to later semesters and new courses [Computers in the Social Sciences, and Social Policy (which is also to be included in a separate submission as part of a new program in Social Policy) have been added to the first year course offerings.  By moving courses to higher semesters we believe that we can offer a more sophisticated course.  The new courses in the first year add depth and breadth to the program, allowing students to become acquainted with computer assisted research techniques in their first year, and to be introduced to a broader range of social policy issues early in the program.

Adding the PSS and the CSS will effectively provide students in the Criminology and Justice program with three distinct options.  They will be able to continue with the Criminology and Justice program as it is currently constituted (with the addition of new courses options) or they may select one of the two new streams.  The first two years of all three streams are identical for all students.  This means that students will not have to make their choice of stream through the program until they begin their third year.  This will give them more time to consider the options open to them.
