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As you know, each Ontario university is represented by two individuals on the Council of Ontario Universities (COU): the executive head and an academic colleague. According to the COU constitution, the academic colleague is to be “selected for membership by the academic senate or equivalent senior academic body, from among academic staff who are current members of that body or who could be appointed to it while serving as a colleague and who shall hold office for a term of two years, renewable.” Last fall, the UOIT Academic Council named Carolyn Byrne as its academic colleague for a term beginning in 2003.

COU procedures also allow for each member institution to name an alternate for the academic colleague. Since Academic Council did not select an alternate at the same as Dr. Byrne was named as academic colleague, I am proposing that we name an alternate for a term beginning immediately and lasting until June 30, 2005.

I, therefore, recommend

that Academic Council name Dr. Douglas Holdway, Faculty of Science, as UOIT Alternate Academic Colleague for the Council of Ontario Universities for a term ending June 30, 2005.
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
