(hereinafter called "UOIT").

PRELIMINARY STATEMENTS OF FACT AND INTENTION
l.
Durham and UOIT are parties to a Memorandum of Agreement (the “MOA”) dated July 28, 2004 with the Crown in Right of Ontario as represented by the Minister of Training, Colleges and Universities (“MTCU”).

2.
The MOA obliges Durham to allocate specified amounts of money to UOIT to be used toward the payment of the capital debt of UOIT.

3.
The MOA contains the agreement of Durham that it has undertaken due diligence to ensure that it will receive appropriate consideration in exchange for such allocation of money to UOIT.

4.
The MOA requires that there be a written agreement between Durham and UOIT which confirms that Durham will receive appropriate consideration.  This document is for the purpose of satisfying that requirement of the MOA.


THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual obligations contained in the MOA and the mutual obligations set out below, Durham and UOIT acknowledge and agree as follows.

l.
The preliminary statements of fact and intention are true and form the basis of this Agreement.  For greater certainty, Durham hereby agrees that it will make the payments to UOIT in accordance with the terms of the MOA.
2.
Durham and UOIT confirm their mutual obligation to continue the development of post-secondary career-oriented programs for the benefit of their students.  At present, there are three cooperative models of delivering such programs.  The existence of an integrated campus is a fundamental basis of their success.  The three models are:


(a)
Sequential Programs: Durham students who complete a particular diploma program will have the opportunity to complete a related university degree program offered by UOIT and will be able to complete that degree in the standard time and manner.  This model is already being applied to the UOIT degree programs leading to the degree of Bachelor of Commerce. 


(b)
Bridging Programs: Durham graduates who have achieved the appropriate entrance average will have the opportunity to complete certain UOIT degrees in only five additional semesters.  This time is less than the length of similar degree programs available to such graduates at other universities. This model is already being applied to the UOIT Bachelor of Commerce degree and is proposed for the Bachelor of Arts in Integrated Justice Studies degree.


(c)
Collaborative Programs: Students enrolled in collaborative programs take courses offered both by Durham and UOIT, as is presently the case in the Nursing program.

To take best advantage of the special relationship, UOIT accepts the following objectives for its collaboration with Durham.  The achievement of these objectives will require careful academic review by both UOIT and Durham.  The said objectives are as follows:

(i)
to develop degree completion opportunities for students who have graduated from three year Durham diploma programs that relate to UOIT programs.


(ii)
to develop on-line degree completion opportunities.  Such programs will be especially suited to Durham graduates, but will ultimately be available to graduates from other colleges.


(iii)
to evaluate and assist in the development of Durham programs with the goal that students who complete them will become eligible for a transfer credit to corresponding UOIT degree programs.  UOIT will assist Durham in publicizing such programs;

(iv) to work with Post-Secondary Education Quality Assessment Board (“PEQAB”) with the goal that PEQAB will recognize and accredit degrees for students who have made use of the transfer credit system or completed the on-line program; and

(v)
in accordance with the special mission of UOIT contained in the University of Ontario Institute of Technology Act, 2002, UOIT will continue to explore academic arrangements which will create opportunities for college graduates to complete a university degree.
3.
The mutual obligations of Durham and UOIT contained in the MOA are an integral part of the larger plan by which UOIT will become a successful and independent degree granting university.  By achieving that goal on an integrated campus and with shared administrative services, each institution derives distinct economic and other advantages.  Durham and UOIT confirm their mutual desire and obligation to maximize those advantages.  In particular, and without loss of generality, Durham considers that its students will benefit from enhancements in the following student services and facilities as a result of UOIT achieving its goal:

 
(a)
improved computer networks and electronic communication capabilities;


(b)
larger libraries of greater scope and enhancements in all aspects of information retrieval;


(c)
expanded and more varied health and recreation facilities; and


(d)
improved student services both on and off campus.

4.
The availability of the above cooperative models of program delivery and the enhancements to student services and facilities are attractive to students considering attending college.  Durham considers that such attractions constitute unique and important competitive advantages and that it will benefit from increased demand for enrollment in its programs for many years.  UOIT will help Durham to explain the expanded opportunities outlined above to potential applicants, with the goal they will consider that admission to a Durham program is also the beginning of an opportunity to become a graduate of UOIT.

5.
The obligation of Durham to allocate money to UOIT as set out in the MOA will enable UOIT to construct buildings and carry out other improvements to the integrated campus.  It is acknowledged and agreed that Durham, as an owner of the lands on which the buildings and improvements are to be constructed, will derive a long term benefit from such improvements.

6.
UOIT agrees that it will continue its collaboration and cooperation with Durham, including the important aspects which are outlined in this Agreement.  By doing so, the consideration for Durham’s allocation of money to UOIT will be fully realized.
